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It’s always a treat to watch the Olympic games.  The more of the 
fast down-hill skiing and the ski-jumping that I watch, the more 
grateful I am that our sons did not take to that sport.  Likewise, I am 
thankful that they did not take up bob-sledding or the luge.  We need 
a message at the bottom of the screen that says:  “Do not try this at 
home.”
The figure skating has always been a favorite to watch – the sheer 

grace of it, and the elegance of couple-skating.  Curling, however, is 
a rather peculiar ‘sport’.  How did it get to be an Olympic event?  It 
seems just too silly.
The Olympics leave me with a sense of awe.  So many athletes 

from throughout the world, coming together in good sport.  
The MOST marvelous thing about watching the Olympics, how-

ever, is the way that we are transported to the scene by the cameras.  
It’s almost as though we were there.  It’s probably BETTER than 
being there in person, because we can see things close-up through 
the lens of a camera, things we would miss if we were merely 
watching from within a crowd.  We can see the faces of the athletes, 
their anticipation, their concentration, their joys and their disap-
pointments.  And all the while, we are not ourselves standing out in 
the cold!
Since we could not all travel to Vancouver, we are content to watch 

the events unfold through someone else’s eyes, through their cam-
eras.  The camera personnel have been so good that we even forget 
that they are there!  They help us to focus (literally!) on what is 
going on, not on the fact that they are working very hard to capture 
the images that we see.  Since we cannot be there, everything we see 
is through their eyes.
If WE were to serve as the ‘camera people’ for Jesus Christ, and 

everything others learned about our Lord came through us, how well 
would they see him?  Would we be able to give them a ‘close-up’ 
view of Christ?  How well could we seemingly ‘transport’ others to 
the scene, so that they might feel that they were there?  Or maybe 
we are getting in the way, and letting the focus be on ourselves 
rather than on Jesus.
I love watching the Olympics.  They can be exciting.  I also have 

a deep appreciation for the folks who make it possible for me to

watch them.  They work very hard behind-the-scenes so that I can 
feel connected to what is going on.  As followers of Jesus Christ, 
that is OUR role - - to share the excitement of a life in him with 
others, to make it possible for THEM to feel the connection with 
what God has done, and with what God continues to do.
Where is our focus?   Are we helping others to see Christ through 

our eyes, through us?  (Or merely in spite of us?)  Like those cam-
era-people who are covering the Olympic games, working behind 
the scenes and keeping themselves out-of-view, we must be careful 
not to get in the way of the Good News of Christ, while we dili-
gently seek ways to help others experience it for themselves.
The Olympics come only every four years.  The message of Jesus 

Christ  is ALWAYS with us - - to be shared.  “We’ve a Savior to 
show to the nations, who the path of sorrow hath trod, that all of the 
world’s great peoples might come to the truth of God…”  (H. Ernest 
Nichol, 1896, UMH #569, st. 4)

REACHING OUT TO HAITI
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2009 Year-end Financial Summary

Dear Members and Friends,

	 You may recall we entered the 4th quarter with $4,880.00 deficit. 
You responded to our appeal to bring your gifts and pledges up to date 
and we finished 2009 with a slight positive fund balance. We sincerely 
appreciate your generous expression of faith in our church programs. 

	 During 2009 our total income was $151,845.00 and our expenses 
$151,710.00. Our gifts and pledges in 2009 accounted for 84% of our 
expenses. The remaining 16% came from the Brown and Shafer foun-
dations and the endowment fund. As we go forward we should strive to 
have our pledges and gifts fully underwrite annual church program-
ming. With moderate church growth this is a reasonable goal. 

	 Our budgeted spending for 2010 is $155,530.00. Many of you have 
made a pledge for 2010. As of this date our 2010 pledges are less than 
last year. If you have yet to make a pledge, we ask you to consider mak-
ing a pledge and or special gift. It is our hope we will not have to reduce 
any planned church programing.  

								      

Capital Projects for 2010
	 Our primary goal for 2010 is to complete the installation of new 

windows at the parsonage. You may recall this was to be a two (2) 
phase project. Phase I is done. New Pella double pane, Low E Insulated 
Glass, Energy Star Rated windows have been installed in the front 
upstairs bedrooms. The estimate cost to complete Phase II is $10,000. 
We have $6,500 earmarked for this work. We would be most grateful if 
you were to make a gift to help complete the window project. Mark 
your check “Parsonage Windows.”

Stewardship
	 During our recent Stewardship campaign your trustees asked for 

pledges towards establishing a “Major Repair/Capital Fund.”  

	 In recent years we have asked you to make extra gifts/contributions 
for major repairs.  In 2007 we made interior repairs to the parsonage 
($5,000), in 2008 we repaired church front steps and parsonage walk-
way ($18,000) and last year new windows at the parsonage ($14,000). 



Highlights from Annual Conference
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	 Rather than make special fund raising appeals as major projects 
come up in the future, the Church Trustees feel a better approach 
would be  to accumulate funds in a Major Repair account. To this end 
we are budgeting an additional $10,000 for 2010.  

	 We have a fine history of supporting our church programs and 
maintaining our church buildings. Let us continue as we serve the 
Brockport community in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.
