ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP, PART I: THE 4 R’s

Late last year, Rev. Kit asked if I would be willing to contribute several columns to
the Messenger focusing on ways that we as individuals can practice environmental
stewardship. I agreed and will attempt to provide some ideas and challenges to be better
stewards as well as share some of the environmentally difficult challenges that I or my
family struggle with. For context, I believe that it is our responsibility as Christians to
be good stewards of the environment. This concept of Creation Care has gained consid-
erable momentum in the past decade as more and more churches and religious organiza-
tions are taking a proactive stand for the environment including against climate change.
For example, the United Methodist Book of Discipline and Social Principles highlight
God’s creation and the call to stewardship, including the negative impact that environ-
mental degradation has on our neighbors.

A simple strategy that we can use to be better environmental stewards is The 4 R’s:
Refuse, Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle. There are several versions of this strategy but the
main idea remains the same — to reduce solid waste and in doing so, also reduce the
need for nonrenewable resources. The problem is that buying more stuff requires a
tremendous amount of raw materials and energy to produce and this has negative con-
sequences for the creation. First, refuse things that you don’t need, products with exces-
sive or non-recyclable packaging, etc. For example, before you recycle your junk mail,
call the company and ask to be removed from the mailing list, use reusable shopping
bags, buy in bulk, and avoid disposables. Second, reduce the amount of stuff that you
buy. My wife, Cara, and I have been debating a new TV for a few years now to replace
our 14 year old 22” tube TV but we’ve decided over and over again that what we already
have serves us just fine (as long as we’re not hosting any Super Bowl parties). Third,
reuse or repurpose products. Instead of using disposable coffee cups, use a mug, or
donate goods that are still in decent shape to the Clothing Shelf or Goodwill. Finally,
recycle or compost as much of your waste as possible. Although recycling is an energy-
intensive process, it reduces the amount of virgin materials needed to make new prod-
ucts. Monroe County residents have access to a good recycling program — be sure that
you know what can be recycled.

These can be considerable challenges given that we are not generally taught to think
this way about our purchasing habits. We need to train ourselves to consider the 4 R’s
strategy above and the environmental consequences of our consumption. When we’re
thinking of buying something, where and how was it manufactured? What do we know
about the business practices of the company that made the product — are employees
treated well and paid a fair wage, does the company invest in “green” practices/tech-
nologies? In short, we need to think big, think about how we live and how everyday
choices affect our environment, natural resources, and our neighbors.

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2011 YEAR-END FINANCIAL SUMMARY
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Dear Members and Friends,

For the past year we had income of $154,732.74 and expenses of $142,332.19. Our
expenses were well controlled and 12% less than budget. Income from the Vivian
Shafer Fund was $9,351.56 higher than budget, this fact along with lower expenses
will allow us to enter 2012 fiscal year with a positive fund balance of $12,400.55.

2012 Projected Spending

Our planned spending for 2012 is $163,016.00 an increase of 1.9% over 2012 bud-
get. Many of you have made a pledge for 2012. If you have not made a pledge, we
ask you to consider making a pledge and or a special gift. With your continued sup-
port we will be able to maintain current church programs.

Major Repair Fund

As of January 1st our Major Repair Fund had a balance of $7,505.51. We are seck-
ing pledges and gifts of $10,000 for this year. It is our goal to maintain a fund balance
of $10,000. Last year we installed a new heating unit for the office/library and lower
hall and a new deck at the parsonage.

This year our main focus is upgrading our 24 year old fire alarm system.
Other projects under consideration for this year are:

Exterior church brick painting

Painting exterior church window trim

Add insulation to area above church sanctuary, increase from R-11 to R-49.

Replace roof at the parsonage

In Summary

We have a fine history of supporting our church programs and maintaining our
church buildings. We seek your continued financial support as we serve the Brockport
community in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.
